Assess -Student is not progressing in learning and social integration as expected. 
This is identified by School staff – Parent/guardian – student – external professionals – assessment data 

Plan - Relevant staff member identifies the 
area of difficulty and puts into place a strategy 

with a target. E.g. additional differentiation, 
intervention, revision, report, mentoring etc 

Assess – SENDCo reviews referral form and 
collects additional data. E.g. attendance, 

behaviour, progress, teacher / parental views, 
screening, school history etc 

Do – for up to 6 weeks the student uses the 
strategies to make changes toward the target 

If the concern is regarding the identification of 
a specific SEND for example ASD, ADHD, ADD a 

referral directly to the SENDCo is made. Student is not 
yet on track 
then either 
try another 
intervention 
or referral to 
SENDCo for 

support 

Student is on track – no further action 

 

Plan- SEND concern identified 
and an Action Plan is created 

Plan: SEND 
concern not 

identified Do- additional support strategies are suggested 
Either / Or  

Do- Further assessment or screening takes place 
and/or referral made to external agencies.  

 
Strategies implemented 

Do- Student placed on the SEND list and SEND 
interventions/strategies are shared with staff 

and parents via Pupil Passport. 

Specific SEND Assess, Plan, Do, Review cycle 

is used to set targets, plan support, 

implement strategies and interventions for
